Bell Towers and Bell Hanging

In 1914 Sir Arthur P Heywood published this definitive work on good practice in bell hanging. It sets out good practice in the design of modern towers, bell hanging and clearly shows the errors which uninformed architects and bell-hangers were using. Even today some of these fallacious ideas are perpetrated with disastrous results for those left to ring the bells.

The book has long been out of print, and copies are extremely difficult to find, and to help this situation this CD has been produced which has the book scanned as a .pdf file.
The theoretical equations which describe the loadings that swinging bells put on a tower structure remained theoretical until 1975 when Brian Threlfall & Professor Jacques Heyman published their paper which describes experiments they performed which confirm the theory. This paper, published with their permission, is appended.
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
